On average, every child has walked/run between 15 and 25 miles this academic year (less due to the current situation).  100% participation from pupil premium/ SEN children.  Teacher and pupil feedback gave confirmation that pupils were more engaged and focused in their learning.
Sports leaders/play leader training had been completed and proven to be very effective during the limited time the children had before the school closed.  As a result, our lunchtimes showed a reduction in the number of behavioural incidents in the playground and an increase in positive play. 
	Due to some areas of team teaching and designated time with our partnership group not able to happen, a meeting will be held at the beginning of the next academic year to plan new dates around play leading, team teaching and new MYG dates.

The chattenden Mile is easily run without any cost, suggested next steps are to have a chart for each child for them to visibly see how far they are running throughout the year and link to Geography.  For example if their topic is ‘Rivers’ they can see if they are able to run the length of a particular river they are learning about.

	Chattenden achieved 2nd place at the MYG.  The children’s confidence has progressively been enhanced and positive team-work with cohesion amongst the group has been evident.  Teachers were also able to observe high quality Basketball lessons and improve their knowledge and understanding of this activity.
Improved concentration levels and ball skills seen within each year group that have worked with F4A coaches so far.  Reading 1 to 1 with a small group of boys has had a positive impact on behaviour and expectations.
An improvement in self-confidence amongst those children taking part is evident in the classroom.  Our children are able to think about how to respond expressively to a stimulus, through movement.

The children of Chattenden are now able to think about how to perform, their actions, agilities and sequences as accurately and precisely as possible.
Our outside providers of Football, Gymnastics and Dance stopped for the academic year during Term 4 due to Covid-19.  




	Rhys developed the core PE lesson to introducing an after school club.  This was only able to run during Term 4 but will definitely return in September.  Rhys worked alongside our PE vision to provide a broad balanced curriculum for all our children.  We will be looking to work with Rhys in September to develop our staff confidence in teaching Basketball.
Involving this kind of specialist coaching, specific to football has had a huge impact on the children over the course of the year.  Improvement has been visibly noticeable in the children’s confidence, teamwork, behaviour and results within the MYG.  Our core sporting values have continued to be embedded throughout the school day, setting a high standard of expectancy amongst all children.
Teachers have been observing and assisting during Gymnastics to develop their knowledge and understanding in this scheme.  This will be continued so staff feel confident in the delivery of teaching gymnastics.
